ITEM #04 - ROLL CALL - All members of the Council were present.

ITEM #05 - APPROVAL OF MINUTES: REGULAR MEETING JULY 23, 2007 AND SPECIAL MEETING JULY 30, 2007 - Motion by Councilman Garcia to approve the minutes of the Regular Meeting of July 23, 2007 and the Special Meeting of July 30, 2007.  Seconded by Vice-Mayor Tadeo.  Motion passed unanimously.

ITEM #06 - ORDINANCE NO. 07-05 RELATING TO TAXATION: FIXING A LEVY FOR THE CITY OF SOUTH TUCSON UPON THE ASSESSED VALUATION OF THE PROPERTY WITHIN THE CITY OF SOUTH TUCSON SUBJECT TO TAXATION IN A CERTAIN SUM OF $.2258 UPON EACH $100.00 OF ASSESSED VALUATION SUFFICIENT TO RAISE THE AMOUNT REQUIRED IN THE ANNUAL BUDGET: ALL FOR THE YEAR ENDING JUNE 30, 2008 AND DECLARING AN EMERGENCY TO EXIST - Mr. Villa informed the Mayor and Council the City has complied with all hearing procedures required by State statute.  Staff is recommending approval of Ordinance No. 07-05, adopting the tax rate of $.2258 and a levy amount of $46,166.  The County will adopt its property tax levy on August 14.  Motion by Councilman Rojas that the Mayor and Council pass and adopt Ordinance No. 07-05, Relating to Taxation for the year ending June 30, 2008 and declaring an emergency to exist.  Seconded by Councilman Garcia.  Motion passed unanimously.

ITEM #07 - REPORTS
A. DEPARTMENTAL MONTHLY REPORTS - Written reports included in agenda packet.  Staff was available to answer questions from Council.  Councilman Rojas referenced the Magistrate report, Section D, case activity report, and asked what the numbers pertain to.  Judge Wilson explained this is a monthly activity report submitted to the ALC regarding all the activity taking place during the month.  Judge Wilson reviewed, in detail, what each column represents.

Mayor Eckstrom thanked the police department for their quick response during a scary situation at her home last week.

ITEM #08 - CALL TO THE AUDIENCE 

Cathy Gilmore, 2162 East Speedway Blvd, addressed Mayor and Council on behalf of Big Brothers/Big Sisters of Tucson.  The non-profit organization is seeking community matches from businesses in the Tucson area.  She explained that clothing donated by the community is sold to Savers, which in turn gives Big Brother/Big Sisters 100% of the profit.  She stated there are bins for collection of clothing, shoes, jewelry, small furniture, etc.

Judge Wilson reported on the water damage in Court caused by the water left on in the janitor’s closet but stated no files were destroyed.  Everything that was damaged has been salvaged.  He will provide a full report at the next Council meeting.

ITEM #09 - ADJOURNMENT - Motion by Councilman Rojas that the Regular Meeting be adjourned.  Seconded by Councilman Garcia.  Motion passed unanimously.
