On January 12, 2013 at approximately 2:45 pm South Tucson 
Police Officers responded to a 911 call reference a shooting 
at South 10th Avenue and West 29th Street. 
 
Upon arrival officers located an eighteen (18) year old male 
suffering from a gunshot wound to the chest.  The victim was 
transported to a local hospital where he was pronounced 
dead. 
 
The victim has been identified as Jacob Michael Leon. 
 
South Tucson Detectives responded and interviewed 
witnesses.  The investigation is ongoing. 
 
The suspect was described as a l ight skinned Hispanic male, 
late teens early twenties, 5’05” tall ,  thin build, with a very 
slight mustache.  The suspect was wearing a grey hoodie type 
sweatshirt,  blue jeans, and white tennis shoes. The suspect 
was last seen running Southbound through the neighborhood.
